Tanaka: This invention relates to an ABC polymer film. The ABC polymer is obtained

by polymerization of a monomer mixture including X, Y and Z. The polymer has an
excellent scratch-resistance and it may be used as a top coat film for a handheld device
such as a smartphone or a tablet. From the prior art search using the internal patent
database, we found some references.

Only interested parties may file a trial and must not be anonymous.

No strawmen can file.

A trial may be filed anytime after the patent is granted, and even after the expiration of
patent as long as there is a merit to do so.

Trial prosecution is basically document based, but usually, an oral hearing is held at least
once.

Official fee for the trial is forty nine thousands and five hundreds Japanese yen per case
plus fifty-five hundreds Japanese yen per claim.

If a patent has five claims, the official fee will be seventy seven thousands yen. And also

The invalidation decision has a retroactive effect.

The fees for an invalidation trial are not prohibitive.
